Porto is 
designated as a UNESCO 
World Heritage site for its 
Romanesque monuments 
and medieval old town  
full of beautiful and  
symbolic buildings.

option is a walking tour by 
Porto’s monuments, including 
the Palácio da Bolsa, the 
Stock Exchange Palace.

Santiago de Compostela 
has been a world-renowned 
pilgrimage site since the 
9th century when a light was 
seen shining over a forgotten 
Roman tomb believed to be 
that of St. James the Great. 
Stroll along stone streets to 
the Praza do Obradoiro 
square, where you may 
admire the splendid Palacio 
de Rajoy. Visit the hallowed 
sanctuary of Spain’s patron 
saint — a legendary cathedral 
that holds the remains of 
St. James. Marvel at the 
ornate blend of styles on its 
interior, ranging from 
Romanesque to baroque.

Cobblestone 
streets weave through  
the village, culminating  
at the Abbaye du 
Mont‑Saint‑Michel, 
a three-story Gothic 
masterpiece. Admire the 
serene cloisters, barrel-roofed 
réfectoire and Salle des Hôtes 
of the 13th‑century 
La Merveille and the  
magnificent Église Abbatiale.

Honfleur | 
Normandy Beaches 

From Honfleur, make the 
solemn pilgrimage with 
David Eisenhower to the 
historic Normandy beaches, 
site of the largest seaborne 
invasion in history. American 
passengers may join a group 
wreath-laying ceremony at 
the American Military 
Cemetery, along with tours of 
historic Pointe du Hoc and 
Omaha Beach. Guests 
interested in Canadian 
D-Day history can visit the 

Juno Beach site and the 
Bény-sur-Mer Canadian War 
Cemetery, which contains the 
remains of over 2,000 
Canadian soldiers.

Following lunch, continue to 
Arromanches with David 
Eisenhower to see the 
remnants of the Mulberry “A” 
harbor that was taken 
across the English Channel to 
support Allied landings on 
the Normandy beaches.

Return to the ship and share 
your day’s experiences over 
dinner with friends.

His 1986 bestseller, “Eisenhower: At War 1943–1945,” 
was a finalist for the Pulitzer Prize in History. Eisenhower 
received a B.A. in history cum laude from Amherst College. 
Following graduation, he served in the United States Naval 
Reserve for three years as an officer on the USS Albany; 
shortly afterward, he earned his J.D. cum laude from 
The George Washington University Law School. Today, 
Eisenhower is Senior Fellow of the Foreign Policy Research 
Institute and a Public Policy Fellow at the Annenberg 
School of Communication and the School of Arts and 
Sciences at the University of Pennsylvania, where he 
teaches “Communication and the Presidency.”
